CRESTONE-BACA ENERGY-WATER MICROGRID DEMONSTRATION -Dr. Lindsay George  
Dr. Lindsay George is a civil engineer involved in the small hydropower industry. Dr. George provided an update to the 
Board on the efforts to date regarding the recently submitted Concept Paper. This is a joint project with the Baca Grande 
Water and Sanitation District as the lead applicant partnering with Dr. George, the SLV REC, as well as other community 
members. The concept is to create a demonstration site for a resilient community solar energy water microgrid in the event 
of a wide spread energy outage. If we are successful and are invited to participate there will be several more steps to 
complete, including a submittal of full application. With the advent of Covid-19, dates are changing. The original 
application date was changed from May 21 to June 18, 2020.  
Director Loll mentioned a new term called islanding, which is the condition of a distributed generation (DG) generator 
continuing to power a location even though power from the electric utility is no longer present.

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Public Meeting Notice Requirements: 

(2) (a) The governing body of any special district furnishing domestic water or sanitary sewer services 
directly to residents and property owners within or outside the district may fix or increase fees, rates, 
tolls, penalties, or charges for domestic water or sanitary sewer services only after consideration of 
the action at a public meeting held at least thirty days after providing notice stating that the action is 
being considered and stating the date, time, and place of the meeting at which the action is being 
considered. Notice must be provided to the customers receiving the domestic water or sanitary sewer 
services of the district in one or more of the following ways: 

(I) Mailing the notice separately to each customer of the service on the billing rolls of the district; 

(II) Including the notice as a prominent part of a newsletter, annual report, billing insert, billing 
statement, letter, or other notice of action, or other informational mailing sent by the special district to 
the customers of the district; 

(III) Posting the information on the official website of the special district if there is a link to the district's 
website on the official website of the division; or 

(IV) For any district that is a member of a statewide association of special districts formed pursuant to 
section 29-1-401, C.R.S., by mailing or electronically transmitting the notice to the statewide 
association of special districts, which association shall post the notice on a publicly accessible section 
of the association's website. 

(b) The power to fix or increase fees, rates, tolls, penalties, or charges for domestic water or sanitary 
sewer services is a legislative power of the district board and is not changed by the provisions of this 
section. 

(c) No action to fix or increase fees, rates, tolls, penalties, or charges for domestic water or sanitary 
sewer services may be invalidated on the grounds that a person did not receive the notice required by 
this section if the district acted in good faith in providing the notice. Good faith is presumed if the 
district provided the notice in one or more of the ways listed in paragraph (a) of this subsection (2). 
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
